MAYOR’S REPORT:
  MAYOR PULEO
· There is no signed agreement with Valic.  Mayor Puleo and Treasurer Majewski are in the process of determining if all full-time and part-time employees are eligible for Valic.  The City has options as to how much it will match an employee’s contribution and the employee’s contribution limit.  Valic follows Federal guidelines.
· The wall is up between the Court Clerk and City Clerk.
· The City will still have Republic/Allied Waste as the trash hauler.  All residents should disregard the post cards sent to them in error.
POLICE REPORT:  CHIEF WELGE
· St. Louis County has had 2 calls since taking over the 2am to 6am patrolling of the City.  Chief Welge is having a difficult time getting information regarding the 2 calls.
· There was a fight at Friendly’s.  Felony charges are being filed through St. Louis County.
· Officer Martin was assaulted by a resident.  A felony charge is being filed through St. Louis County.
· Racial profiling figures for 2016 have been compiled and sent to St. Louis County.
· Chief Welge and Sgt. Niemeier will be sorting through and disposing of evidence identified as no longer needed.
· The Rejis and Mules audits are coming up soon.  Chief Welge feels ready for both.
· All persons entering the caged area or the police station must sign in on a log sheet if they are not Regis/Mules certified.
· Quotes are being gotten to install new equipment in the 2 new police cars.
· Chief Welge wants to sell unused equipment and firearms.
