MAYOR’S REPORT:
  MAYOR PULEO
· The Board agreed the owner of Friendly’s Bar & Grill can put a snow cone stand and 2 picnic tables in his front parking lot. He is checking with St. Louis County to confirm water and electrical are not required.

He said the sewer was meant for water running off the hill not down the road; therefore the curb blocking the sewer from the road is correct.
· Clerk Van Zale called MSD and requested the sewer be cleaned out of debris.
